Activity 2.3: Use MassCIS to Identify Jobs in the Career Areas That Interest You.

You can use MassCIS or other resources to create a list of jobs that match your assessment results:

· Sign into MassCIS at http://masscis/intocareers.org.  

· Click on the link for “Assessment Link.”  

· On the Assessment Link screen, click on the name of the assessment that you used (or an equivalent).  For example, if you used the CDM (see above) you can search occupations based on those results.  The Career Directions checklist, provided below in Activity 2.4, is equivalent to Career Scope.

· You will then see a list of career clusters or career groups that correspond to the grouping system used by that assessment.  

· Click on the clusters/groups that interest you.  

· You will then see lists of jobs and can read about the jobs.  

· Create a list of interesting jobs in each of the clusters/groups that interest you. 
· Keep assessment results and lists of job ideas in your notebook or portfolio.
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
